Useful phrases in French
When driving in France, these sentences might come in handy if
you have a motoring problem:

English Call an ambulance   Car
French Appelez une ambulance Voiture
Pronounce apple-ley oon amboolonse vwahtewr

English Can you send a mechanic / breakdown van ?   Oil
French Pouvez vous envoyer un mécanicien / une dépanneuse ?  Huile
Pronounce poovay voo nvoyer on may-can-ee-seey-an / oon day-pan-ooze hweel 

English Can you tow me to a garage ?    Red light
French Pouvez vous me remorquer jusqu’à une garage ? Feu rouge
Pronounce poovay voo may rem-or-kay joos-kay oon garaje ? foo rooje

English Car registration papers   Deposit (usually for a fi ne)  
French Carte Grise Amende forfaitaire
Pronounce cart greeze amond for-fate-air

English Driver’s licence  Fill the tank Tyres
French Permis de Conduire Faire le plein Pneus
Pronounce per-mee duh koh(n)-dweer fair lee plan p-nuh

English Green light  I’ve a fl at tyre
French Feu vert J’ai un pneu crevé
Pronounce foo vair jhay oon pnuh krevay

English I’ve had an accident  I’ve run out of petrol
French J’ai eu une accident Je suis en panne d’essence
Pronounce jhay oo oon ak-see-don zhuh swee on pahn dessonse

English Infl ate the tyres   My car has broken down 
French Gonfl er les pneus Ma voiture est en panne
Pronounce gone-fl er lay p-nuh mah vwah-tewr eh tahn pahn

English Petrol (lead free)   Road map  
French Essence (sans plomb) Carte routière
Pronounce essonse (sonn plom) cart rooty-air

English The battery is fl at The engine is overheating
French La batterie est vide Le moteur surchauffe
Pronounce lah battaree eh veed luh mot ewr soor-shofe
